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ABOUT THIS BUDGET 

Port Orchard’s Operating Budget begins with the Mayor’s letter which provides an overview of 
the City’s goals for the upcoming year.  City Officials and Departmental rosters follow. 

 The remainder of the Budget is comprised of three sections: Revenues, Expenditures and 
Miscellaneous.  Revenues detail projected income for the City during the coming fiscal year.  
Expenditures show estimated outflow of monies.  The Miscellaneous section itemizes capital 
outlay expenditures, lists information on property & sales tax, salary expenditures and other 
income/expenses. The enabling ordinance in which Council approved Fund totals for the year is 
also included. 

 The City uses the State of Washington’s Budgeting, Accounting, Reporting System (B.A.R.S.) 
as prescribed by State Auditor’s Office (RCW 43.09.200). 

 

HOW B.A.R.S. WORKS 

Funds 

The different operations of the City are broken out into Funds.  Each Fund may have expenditure 
and/or revenue activity.  The budget is a tool used to see where the City derives income and to 
provide expenditure guidelines.

For proprietary and similar trust funds, 311 - 369 and 
account 395, depict revenues classified by source.  
Account 397 is the only “Other Financing Source” in 
proprietary and similar trust fund.

Basic/Sub Account: 
Revenues—The numbers assigned to identify the source (origin or originating category) from 
which revenues are obtained. 
Expenditures—The numbers assigned to identify different categories of operations from which  
expenditures/expenses are incurred. 
Element/Sub Element: 
Revenues—The numbers assigned to further identify specific types of revenues with a particular 
Basic/Sub category. 
Expenditures—The numbers assigned to further identify specific types of activities related to the 
particular Basic/Sub category. 
Object/Sub-Object: 
Revenues—The City does not use object codes for revenues. 
Expenditures—The numbers assigned to identify expenditures according to the character and the 
type of items purchased or services obtained.

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FINANCIAL FUND TYPES 
                                                        
Current Expense-Fund 001* 
The Current Expense Fund accounts for all financial resources except those required to be 
accounted for in another fund.  Also known as the General Fund. 

Street-Fund 101*  
Street Fund is a special revenue fund that accounts for City street revenue sources, including 
29.5% of the motor vehicle fuel tax, to be used for City street purposes. 

Arterial Street-Fund 102* 
This is a special revenue fund that is used for the receipt and expenditure of 70.5% of the State-
levied motor vehicle fuel taxes distributed to the City.  The City utilizes these revenues as 
matching funds for grants specified for arterial street purposes.  Projects that use this tax are 
reflected on the six-year transportation improvement program as passed annually by Council. 

Special Investigative Unit-Fund 104* 
This special revenue fund was created to account for monies and property seized during drug 
investigations per RCW 69.50.505.  Monies paid into the fund are to be used by the Police 
Department for drug enforcement purposes. 

Contingency-Fund 105*** 
This fund provides monies with which to meet any municipal expense, the necessity or extent of 
which could not have been foreseen or reasonably evaluated at the time of adopting the annual 
budget.  As per RCW 35.33.145, the total amount accumulated in the fund shall not exceed the 
equivalent of thirty-seven and one-half cents per thousand dollars of assessed valuation.  No 
monies shall be withdrawn from said fund except by transfer to the appropriate operating fund 
authorized by a resolution of the Council. 

Community Events-Fund 107* 
This is a special revenue fund where monies received from Hotel/Motel Transient (Stadium) Tax 
per RCW 67.28 are accounted.  These monies are to be used solely for the purpose of paying all 
or any part of the cost of tourism promotion and acquisition or operation of tourism related 
facilities. 
 
Transportation Impact-Fund 111* 
The Impact mitigation fee fund establishes separate accounts within the fund and maintains 
records for each such account whereby impact fees collected can be segregated by type of 
facility and by service area. All interest is retained in the account and expended for the purposes 
for with the impact fees were imposed. Impact fee expenditures for system improvements are 
expended only in conformance with the capital improvement. Impact fees are expended or 
encumbered for a permissible use within six years of receipt, unless there exists an extraordinary 
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and compelling reason for fees to be held longer than six years. Such extraordinary and 
compelling reasons shall be identified in written findings by the City Council.  

2003 Limited Tax Go Refunding Bond-Fund 206* 
This is a debt service fund created for the purpose of paying principal of and interest on the 2003 
refunding bond in the amount of $3,000,000.  The City refunded the 1999 Limited Tax General 
Obligation Bond that was issued to pay the cost of constructing a new municipal facility.  The 
City has committed to paying this debt using funds from Current Expense (45%), Water-Sewer 
Operating (27%) and Cumulative Reserve for Municipal Facilities (28%).  Outstanding principal 
is $1,725,000 on 12-31-10. 
 

Cumulative Reserve for Municipal Facilities-Fund 302***  
Capital projects fund to account for financial resources, including Real Estate Excise Tax 
(REET), to be used for the acquisition or construction of major capital facilities (other than those 
financed by proprietary funds and trust funds).  REET is imposed on the sale of real property.  
The first quarter percent is dedicated to local capital projects as identified in RCW 82.46.  The 
second quarter percent shall be used solely for financing capital projects specified in a capital 
facilities plan element of a comprehensive plan. 

Cumulative Reserve for Equipment Replacement-Fund 303* 
This fund is used to account for financial resources to be used for purchasing and/or replacing 
Current Expense and Street capital equipment.   

Water-Sewer Utility-Fund 401* 
Water-Sewer is an enterprise fund used to account for operations that are normally financed and 
operated in a manner similar to private business enterprises – where the intent of the governing 
body is that the costs (expenses, including depreciation) of providing goods or services to the 
general public on a continuing basis be financed or recovered primarily through user charges.  If 
issued, debt is backed solely by fees and charges and the cost of providing services for an 
activity must legally be recovered through water and sewer fees or charges.  

Water-Sewer Equipment Replacement-Fund 402*** 
This enterprise fund was created for purchasing and/or replacing Water-Sewer equipment.   

Cumulative Reserve for Water-Sewer-Fund 403*** 
This enterprise fund was created for Water-Sewer capital outlay, debt service, and maintenance 
and operation, into which the revenues received from capital facility charges and fees in lieu of 
assessment are placed.  The purpose of this fund is to build up reserves to be expended for 
betterments and improvements to the utilities, with debt service and maintenance and operation 
to be funded as necessary. 
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Wastewater Treatment Facility Expansion-Fund 404* 
This enterprise fund was originally created for the purpose of handling the revenues and 
expenses as the lead agency for the Wastewater Treatment Facility construction and then the 
recent expansion.  For that construction, this was a capital project fund.  Now it is a debt fund as 
it receives money from the Joint Venture to repay both Public Works Trust Fund loans.  Also 
deposited into this fund are the Wastewater Treatment Facility Fees component of the Sewer 
Capital Facility Charge and the interest earnings on such funds.  These dollars are held in trust to 
mitigate the debt and future construction costs for the Wastewater Treatment Facility.  
 
Storm Drainage Utility-Fund 421*  
Storm Drainage Utility is an enterprise fund used to account for the City’s storm drainage 
operations and surface water management system – where the intent of the governing body is 
that the costs (including depreciation) of providing services to the general public will be financed 
or recovered primarily through user charges.  If issued, debt is backed solely by fees and charges 
and the cost of providing services for an activity must legally be recovered through storm 
drainage fees or charges.  

1984 Refunding-Fund 621* 
An expendable trust fund to pay outstanding bonds with monies held by the refunding trustee, 
US Bank.  In 1984, the 1962, 1963, 1973 and 1977 bond issues were refinanced and the money 
was invested in US Treasury and Agency obligations to match the debt service schedule.  The 
1977 bond issue is the only remaining debt, with principal of $47,000 and interest of $9,100 for a 
total of $56,100 outstanding as of 12-31-10.  The issue will be paid off in 2017 and any money 
remaining will be transferred and paid into the Water-Sewer Operating Fund. 

Treasurer’s Trust & Agency-Fund 631* 
This agency fund collects fees which the Treasurer, acting as an intermediary depositary, shall 
distribute to the proper agencies on a regular and timely basis.  Examples of these fees include 
but are not limited to State court fines, County crime victim fines, State building code fees, State 
concealed pistol licenses and background checks.

The City currently has 10 licenses from Paladin Software for the LIS Permitting Software.  
These 10 licenses will transfer to Planning and Building.  This is the cost for Public Works 
to purchase the 5 additional licenses needed to maintain our permitting.

The department's share for the copier lease is 20%

This is Engineering's portion of the costs associated with updating the section of the 
Municipal Code that pertains to Engineering.

Cost of cleaning materials included in the janitorial contract, this line item pays for paper 
towels, which are not included in this contract.
The Community Service Supervisor maintains the City Hall, Prospect Street Rentals,  
Library, Active Club, and the Public Works Shop. This budget item allows for a piece of 
equipment, such as a vacuum cleaner, to be replaced.  These funds would be used to replace 
this type of equipment, if it was necessary.  Portion for City Hall is paid from this fund 
category. 
The City/Community Services Supervisor will do regular maintenance to include painting 
of interior of building.
City Hall, Library, City Shop, and Active Club are maintained by a contract janitorial 
service that runs calendar year. The 2011 total contract is expected to be $71,510. The 
portion for: City Hall-$35,000, Library-$20,000, Active Club-$11,600, Street portion of 
shop-$5,250, and Water/Sewer portion of shop-$6,000.
Communications include the pay phone for City Hall, the elevator alarm line and the fire 
alarm telephone.  (Pending transfer from Paetec to Qwest for services.)
The City pays Department of Natural Resources (DNR) for leasing parking on the 
waterfront between the Marina and the Library, this is a single year payment for the lease.
Storm Drainage is for storm drainage fees for the rental property at 213/215 Prospect and 
City Hall.

The City contracts with an HVAC company for preventive maintenance of the City Hall 
and Library HVAC system, which includes the fans, motors, and exterior chiller.  (Refer to 
001.5.572.50.48)
The elevator in City Hall has a maintenance contract.
The building and elevator fire alarm systems have to be inspected and maintained annually.  
All fire extinguishers also have to be inspected and recharged if necessary.
Funding for repairs is from the City Hall Reserve in the General Fund
The budget includes $2,000 for GIS County Support

This is for preventive maintenance of City Hall.
The City contracts for phone system repairs within City Hall, this would also provide an 
additional $650 to add a non-dial phone for credit card payments in Municipal Courts.

The windows at the Library are vandalized periodically, this is to contract with a company 
to repair the vandalism that occurs.
In 2009 and 2010, Public Works reduced from 4 college students and 2 seasonal workers to 
2 college students to help with park maintenance.
The parks and particularly the playground restrooms experience vandalism. Money has 
been allocated for the repair of toilet fixtures and such with stainless steel fixtures.

Every year, some piece of equipment fails and needs to be replaced. This budget item 
allows for the City to replace that unforeseen item without slowing down the work pace.  

Grant requires an $84,000 match from City from Fund 302 and will be administered by 
Planning.  $60,000 of the total is grant funding.

The City has performed its Pavement Management System inventory. In arriving at the 
current list, we took into consideration the traffic count along with the pavement condition.  
These will be the streets to have priority in paving.  ($460,000 will transfer from Fund 302)

This budget item provides recreational opportunity expenditures for tangible projects 
chosen by Council. 

Included in this budget item is $450 to rent a portable toilet for Ross Point during the 
winter smelt season.
Storm Drainage is for storm drainage fees for the Active Club, Central Park, and Van Zee 
The City uses a contractor to spray and cut the trees in the downtown area to control 
caterpillars, fungus and remove dead or dying trees.

The City has a responsibility to meet ADA standards on the streets. This budget allocation 
provides for work that may be identified in 2011.

The utility's share of the Annual State Audit cost.
This is Road & Street's, Water's and Sewer's, and Storm Drainage's, portion of the costs 
associated with updating the section of the Municipal Code that pertains to these individual 
sections.
Claims reimbursement is to reduce the number of AWC Insurance Claims for minor claims 
the City submits for processing.
Utilities are for the water, sewer and storm drainage fees for the City Shop, South Shed, 
Decant Facility, and Lloyd Parkway Properties.

To reimburse Puget Sound Energy for design costs incurred from the Bay Street 
Undergrounding Project.

These are start up costs for a State required program.  Future years will require more City 
funding.  Potential here for a contract with Kitsap County.
The County, Kitsap Transit, and each city contribute a portion of the expense for KRCC to 
coordinate the transportation grant program. 
The City needs to update the City road standards (including lights) to reflect the changes in 
the engineering standards.

The two seasonal workers utilized in previous years were moved to supplemental.
Traffic counts are needed throughout the City and at McCormick Woods Drive and Old 
Clifton Road and McCormick Woods Drive and Glenwood Road.

The City needs to create traffic impact fees and complete the transportation plan.  Impact 
fees will be paid by developers during their permitting process.  This will allow for a 
consultant to research and suggest a rate structure to the City and finish the transportation 
element of the comprehensive plan.

This budget item provides funds to continue replacing bad sections of residential sidewalks 
throughout the City.   This will allow for the replacement of Mile Hill Sidewalks.
Reconfigeration of School Zone signage associated with Sidney Glen annexation in 
coordination with Cedar Heights Junior High School.

This item will provide for funding for printing and mailing of the consumer confidence 
report which needs to be completed annually and for water use efficiency.
This item is for residential and commercial property inspections for cross connections.  
This includes inspections, inventorying, and reporting as required by the State Department 
of Health.  This line item provides for the cost of the mailings, printing in house, and 
miscellaneous mailing supplies.
The City is responsible for the operation and maintenance of the residential sewer pumps, 
septic tanks, and electrical system in McCormick Woods for the general mains. This budget 
item provides parts for the miscellaneous pipe repairs and electrical repairs for 635 homes 
(605 existing and 30 remaining).
The City is responsible for the operation and maintenance of the water system in 
McCormick Woods. This budget item provides for miscellaneous pipe repair parts and 
equipment parts for the general mains.

Two charging stations to be designed and constructed through PSE for level two EV 
charging stations (stations are grant funded).  The Letter of Intent has been executed with 
EVOtality.
Tremont Street Widening Project is the largest of the federal aid projects the City is 
currently working on.  This project will widen Tremont Street from Port Orchard Boulevard 
to State Highway 16 and install two roundabouts.  The City was successful in obtaining 
several million dollars from Surface Transportation Program (STP) and Kitsap Regional 
Coordinating Council (KRCC) for design and right of way acquisition.  This project 
appears to be about a $16 million project and is anticipated to be constructed in 2013/2014. 
Construction funding still needs to be acquired.
Design for a new concrete sidewalk from Lippert Drive to Cedar Heights Jr. High School 
began in 2006, a redesign is now deemed necessary and should be completed in 2011.  The 
new sidewalk needs to include increasing the capacity of the culvert system at Pottery and 
Lippert due to past flooding issues.  The storm water addition for the design was not 
included in the grant and will need to be funded from the Storm Drainage Fund budget for a 
total of $25,000 (See Storm Drainage Budget).  The City will rebid the project in early 
2011 or early 2012 after a brief look at the design to make certain they meet current 
stormwater and ADA requirements.
The project known for years as the Bay Street Pedestrian Path is now called the Bay Street 
Seawall.  The construction of this project was completed in Summer of 2010. However, in 
order to acquire final sign off from WSDOT, an impact attenuator is required on the east 
end of the new wall.
This project carries over from 2009/2010.  The Consultant will connect this trail with 
existing pedestrian facilities along Bay Street from Downtown Port Orchard to Annapolis 
Foot Ferry Terminal. City match is not required for this grant.
The two large pump stations that pump the McCormick Woods wastewater through the 
force main on Old Clifton Road use chlorine to reduce the odor of the septic effluent. The 
concentrated chlorine liquid is kept in 300-gallon tanks at each of the two pump stations.  
See Supplemental for odor control project (Section 401.5.594.38.62).
The water systems at the City and McCormick Woods are chlorinated. This budget item 
provides for the chemicals and supplies to accomplish this.

The City pays maintenance to support the utility billing software.
City Franchise Tax is for business and operating (B&O).
This item is for residential and commercial property inspections for cross connections.  
This includes inspections, inventorying, and reporting as required by the State Department 
of Health.  This line item provides for the cost of setting up software to track annual 
inspections, commercial property inspections, and some possible training.

The two large sewer pump stations for McCormick Woods require annual replacement of 
the odor control chemicals. Otherwise there are noticeable odors.

As a preventive maintenance measure, the City would normally pump the tanks of 121 
homes this year. The goal is to have each home’s septic tank pumped about every 5 years. 
By scheduling this work, the department is trying to reduce the number of emergency 
responses.  The department is also in the process of converting a handful of STEP Systems 
to grinder pumps each year.  This funding if approved (located on the supplement), would 
allow for the pumping of 60 homes in 2011.
This item will provide for funding of additional equipment needed to do work to include 
safety equipment and confined space items.
The Utility’s share for the copier maintenance is 20%.
To reduce infiltration, the City needs to finish grouting the sewer main under the baseball 
fields behind Givens Community Center and to grout at Kendal, Seattle and Austin Street.

The City uses water meters which have to be manually read and often uncovered, which is 
labor intensive. In McCormick Woods, the City uses a “Touch Read” system which has the 
water information read electronically directly into the hand held computer. The Touch Read 
system has proven itself, and the City should be converting to it to reduce future labor 
expenses. As a multiyear process, the City has been converting neighborhoods to the more 
modern water meters.
This budget item provides for miscellaneous improvements on the Public Works Facility.

Specialized contractors can use hydro-phones to locate water leaks. The City periodically 
has portions of the water system inspected to find and repair water leaks from the mains or 
hydrants. This reduces the waste of water and demonstrates to the State that the City has an 
active program to conserve water.  City to alternate between City water system and 
McCormick Woods water system, money in this years budget is for the McCormick Woods 
water system.
As a repair, the septic tanks of the homes in McCormick Woods are pumped. For a 
residential system failure, the tank would be pumped by a septic tank operator and this 
would eliminate the blockage.  This item includes pumping, labor and parts.

This item is for the fuel tank replacements associated with water and sewer facilities. 
$21,000 is allocated for water facilities at City Hall/Well #4 and Melcher Pump Station. 
$12,000 is allocated for the sewer facilities at the Marina Lift Station.
Develop a topographic base map for the Joint Planning Area (JPA)  and the regional master 
plan and water and sewer pre-design report.  (Funds may transfer from Fund 403.)

Each year the City televises portions of the sewer system looking for pipe failures and to 
prepare the next year’s work schedule. Systematic inspection of the sewer system complies 
with the AWC risk manager’s recommendations.
State Excise Tax is income tax the City is required to pay for water and sewer fees.

This is the City of Port Orchard's portion of USGS study, KPUD will act as the lead agency 
for this funding.  This is the City's portion of USGS project for a five year program from 
2011 to 2016.  (Funds may transfer from Fund 403.)
On annual basis, wells will be tested for water quality.  Additional requirement for testing 
for chlorine byproducts is required because of the intertie with Bremerton's water system.  
As a preventive maintenance measure, the City pumps certain wet well chambers of the 
sewer pumps. This removes considerable grease before it enters the collection system and 
reduces the wear and tear on the pumps.  This includes city owned stations, step systems 
(Sidney Glen Elementary School and McCormick Woods), and Cedar Heights Junior High 
School.
The City will continue to reline sewer mains. The streets for 2011 will be various streets in 
various areas of the City, $40,000 of this total will be set aside to line the 18" pipes in Bay 
Street. This is a systematic and affordable method to repair the older pipes and to reduce 
infiltration.  (Refer to 401.5.501.38.40 TV Inspection and Grouting for additional money to 
be utilized.)
Pump Station modifications in conjunction with Tremont Sewer construction  (See below).  
This will provide design and construction.  (Funds may transfer from Fund 403.)
This is for the installation and construction of the replacement sewer line in Tremont St. 
prior to the Tremont Widening Project. (Funds may transfer from Fund 403.)
City has been investigating potable water concerns in the Tremont /Pottery area.  This 
analysis and design addresses those concerns(Funds may transfer from Fund 403.)

This is to update the Water and Sewer Utility Standards for Development in the 
Developer's Handbook.

McCormick Woods Wells #1, 2, & 3 are currently being replaced by one deep water aquifer 
well #11 (1000 ft deep, drilled in 2010) as required by Department of Ecology.  This will 
provide for the design to get this well online and functioning.  (Funds may transfer from 
Fund 403.)
Robinson & Noble contract for hydrogeological services was based upon a 700' depth.  
Well 11 is currently in excess of 1000 ft, these funds are  for the additional scope of work 
(Funds may transfer from Fund 403.)
Per BHC Engineering recommendations, pump station rehabilitation of fatigued equipment 
and housing and pump component repairs.
There are currently 601 homes on STEP Systems in McCormick Woods.  Over a 10 year 
period the City will replace 61 STEP Systems per year with grinder pumps at an estimated 
2011 cost of $4,000 per system or a total of $265,000 including tax. (Funds may transfer 
from Fund 403.)
The new SCADA Telemetry system is operational. The City needs to add the sewer lift 
stations and the water system not currently on the system into the telemetry system. The 
telemetry system would monitor the automatic pumps, measure the volume of wastewater 
and water, and send out an alarm at low and high flows. (Funds may transfer from #403).

This item is funded through the Capacity Grant from Department of Ecology the City 
received in June of 2010.

In 2009 the City entered into an Interlocal Agreement with Kitsap County Surface and 
Stormwater as part of a peninsula wide collaborative for Public Education and Outreach.  In 
2011 the City will need to continue to implement a social marketing campaign to address 
the highest contributors to stormwater pollution, enhance public awareness on stormwater 
and provide access to information resources, continue in education and outreach activities 
within the community to promote stormwater, and conduct the second survey to gauge 
understanding within the community.
This line item provides for the necessary funding for contractors to complete the needed 
pond maintenance to City owned facilities.

This item is funded through the Capacity Grant from Department of Ecology the City 
received in June of 2010.

The City is required to have an annual audit from the State.  This item provides some 
funding should the auditor look at the stormwater fund.

This line item provides for the CESCL Training (due 3/5/11) which will renew the Public 
Works Staff certification and various other trainings which are storm drainage related.

The City received a $50,000 grant from Department of Ecology for the use of National 
Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) Permit compliance.  At Council's 
direction on October 13th, 2009 this grant was submitted to Ecology to fund the 
Engineering Tech's salary in 2010 and 2011 for mapping, developing a plan for monitoring 
in the next permit cycle, and working on the education and outreach activities in the 
community.  The remainder of the Engineering Tech's salary is provided through the Health 
District Illicit Discharge Detection and Elimination ILA.

 Recent storm events have brought forth the need of a 300kw generator and pumpstation 
electical modifications in order to operate the City's primary sewage pump stations (MW 
PS 1 & 2, Bay St PS & Marina PS) in the event of power outage and emergency generator 
failure.(Funds may transfer from #403)

The Pottery/Lippert culvert would collect water that now floods near the intersection of 
Pottery Avenue and Lippert Road and direct it to the open ditch in the southwest corner of 
the intersection.  Additionally, design elements associated with storm drainage 
improvements associated with the Cedar Heights Sidewalk project are part of this line item. 
This project would be completed in conjunction with the Cedar Heights Sidewalk Project in 
Arterial Street.  This project should to be redesigned in 2011 with construction anticipated 
in early 2011 or early 2012.
